When I say 'worked through', I am talking in particular about the work of the Firearms Consultative Committee. 

At this point I want to give the government credit for re-establishing that committee, as I believe it is a necessary organisation before which legitimate people can air and work through some of the concerns they have with firearm legislation.

My understanding from talking to people who have been involved with the Firearms Consultative Committee is that that forum is working, and it is appropriate that changes to firearm legislation are discussed by members of the Firearms Consultative Committee so that we get a consensus view on these issues. I think that is a very practical measure and I am pleased to endorse that.
